INSTRUCTIONS

You’re the officer-in-charge of the first engine operating at a fire in large retail center.  You and your crew are stretching a 1 ¾” hand line into the structure when you encounter “cold” smoke and zero visibility.  While maintaining voice contact with your crew, you begin searching for the fire.  You no longer have voice contact with your crew and are now lost and disoriented.  This is not a training scenario; your life depends on your actions!

PROCTOR INSTRUCTIONS

1. Prior to entering the structure, have the participant hook in or begin breathing air from his/her S.C.B.A.

2. Escort the (blind folded/blacked out face piece) participant into the structure (walk around in circles to get them disoriented prior to starting the scenario).

3. Participants should be provided with a hand held radio and any miscellaneous items they routinely carry in their personal protective clothing.  No additional tools or equipment shall be provided.
